Turf News Overview
By Richard Webster, Course Superintendent

Aerifacation of the greens was July 11, 2006 and the holes were 3/8”. The positives are that it is prime growing 
conditions for the plant. We continued to fertilize the greens before and after the punch to encourage growth of the 

plant as we punch the holes.  Most of the study’s that have been done and the continued research suggests that 20-
30% of the putting surface be affected each year from Aerifacation.  After we finish our fourth punch we will have 

removed roughly 8%. The lack of any rain and increased temperatures is beginning to affect our water supply so we 
will begin to cut back our day time watering so that we can have full night time watering capabilities. Our greens are 
healed over well enough that we have gotten back into our routine of verticutting and topdressing on a regular basis. 

We will do our regular foliar fertilizing application and continue to roll the greens to get back the speed. Tee 
renovation has been completed on # 6. It should only take 3 to 4 weeks before it is ready to play on. The sod that was 

removed from the tee, which was over 3,000 square feet, was used throughout the course. We continue to monitor 
our water supply so as to use it to benefit the most area as we can. This is and will be a concern until we get some 

beneficial rain.
